Guiding Points 
1. Identification of MA service delivery point in the peri-urban location. Please let us know the location for this study.

2. Prepare layout sketch map demarcating an operational area of the service delivery point. The map will show all roads, streets, important landmarks and structured in the demarcated / study area. This will ensure 100% listing of households.     

3. For the purpose of convenience, take 1 ½ to 2 kms radius from the selected service delivery point. It is not necessary that we take perfect radius – it could be more number of households on one side and less on the other side depending upon the MA operational area. Through this process and depending upon the population density, you can get a rough estimate of number of households in that demarcated area. Let us target for the households between 2500 and 3000. 
4. After this, undertake household listing (serial number of structure, address / location of structure, serial number of household in structure, name of head of household and find out if there is any married man in the age group (15 –54). Form B is attached for listing of households. Please note that only residential households are listed. (Rough estimate: usually one person can list out 40 to 50 households in a day. 5 persons x 40 households x 10 days = 2700 households )
5. Draw a sample
 of 400 households from the list of households using the random start followed by a fixed sampling i.e. select every nth case. ( Rough estimate: usually one person can complete 6 questionnaires in a day. 6 questionnaires  x 6 persons x 12 days = 432 ) 
6. If there are more than one respondent in a selected household. Please follow table A for the selection of respondents from the household having more than one respondent.

Table A

Selection of respondents from the household having more than one respondent

Instructions: Look at the last digit of the questionnaire number on the cover page. This is the row number you should circle. The total number of eligible respondent is the column number you should circle. Find the box where the circled row and the circled column meet and circle the number that appears in the box. This is the number of the eligible respondent who will be administered the individual schedules. 

FOR EXAMPLE, IF THE QUESTIONAIRE NUMBER IS 215 GO TO ROW 5 AND CIRCLE THE ROW NUMBER (5). IF THERE ARE 3 ELIGIBLE RESPONDENTS IN THE HOUSEHOLD, GO TO COLUMN 3 AND CIRCLE THE COLUMN NUMBER (3). DRAW LINES FROM ROW 5 AND COLUMN 3 AND FIND THE BOX WHERE THE TWO MEET, AND CIRCLE THE NUMBER IN IT (1). THIS MEANS YO HAVE TO SELECT THE FIRST ELIGIBLE RESPONDENT.
